Clerk’s Report: Chief inspector training is on March 18, 2026 @5:00pm at the
Lincoln County Service Center and all Poll worker training will be held at the
Town Hall on March 20, 2026 @11:30am. Lincoln County Clerk Marlowe sent
out an email for all Clerks to check the DS200 voting equipment because

theirs didn’t work upon inspection. Their tech said it was the mother board
and if anyone had one that didn’t work, they were to bring it to the Lincoln
County Service Center for repairs. Thankfully, ours worked. Motion to approve
made by Chairman VanDeWeerd, 2" by Supervisor Niersel, motion carried.

Loader/Backhoe: Chairman VanDeWeerd & Supervisor Swan found a 2017

John Deere 310L with 3400 hours on it at Northwest Equipment. They made
the purchase, it was $41,500.00 and that includes the delivery charge.

Cemetery By-Law Updates: Last time the by-laws were updated was 1991

and needs to be updated. There was much discussion regarding the by-laws
and Treasurer Frisch and Sextant Eugene Williams will work together to put
new by-laws together to present at a later meeting.



Sale of Loader: The board discussed what to do with the old loader. Motion

W3610 South End Rd: There have been many complaints about this address
regarding cleanliness etc. Since the town has no ordinances for this there isn’t
anything that can be done.
